2017 Update on DBS Forms, when required and how to complete.

If you have DBS cover through your Parish, i.e. involved in Children’s Work or Parish Visitor’s Team and you are involved with an MU Project where you have contact with children and/or vulnerable adults on a regular basis then your Parish Safeguarding Cover will be accepted by the MU.  (Regular is less than 1 hour per week)

With no Parish Cover then cover through the MU may be required if supporting a MU Project such as AFIA, Child Contact Centres, Senior Lunches etc and a DBS Clearance Form is obtainable through the MU Project Team Leader.

Assessing whether you require a Standard or Enhanced level will be guided by the contact you have with the children or vulnerable adults. Generally speaking the Enhanced cover is only needed if the usual carer is unavailable and you are involved in personal support such as toileting or feeding.  If assisting an authorised carer an enhanced clearance is not required.  

The simple colour coded instructions on the DBS Application Form are fairly easy to follow but do bear in mind that when completing sections shown below that

Blue Section 61 position applied for; should read SUPPORT WORKER for Family Holiday or Child Contact Centre etc

Blue Section 62-organisation name; should read MOTHERS UNION WINCHESTER DIOCESE and not the project name. 

On return of your Certificate of Cover please show it to an MU Officer who can verify name, number and date as this has to be passed to the Diocesan Safeguarding Officer at Old Alresford Place. 

NB:  Expiry dates at the moment are five years after date of issue.
